on acid free paper.  Most printer 

inks are acid-free, but they are 

not water fast.   

4. Mount items on an acid-free, 

lignin free paper with an acid-

free adhesive. 

5. For very important papers and 

documents you might want to 

wear gloves when handling 

them to keep your skin oils from 

staining the paper. 

6. Pens with acid-free ink or 

pencils should be used if you’re 

going to write on a document. 

7. Avoid long-term exposure to 

light as the UV rays can cause 

damage.  High heat and 

humidity are also detrimental. 

8. To repair a torn or ripped 

document, use an archival, 

transparent document mending 

tape.  Do not use typical 

cellophane tape. 

 

Document Preservation  

 

Newly arrived “Paper Bliss” 

stickers . . . start thinking of 

turkey and dressing! 

Proper preservation of papers 

that make up family history is 

often neglected by many 

people.  With a little care the 

document’s longevity can be 

greatly increased.   Here are 

some tips: 

1.  Most paper contains acid, 

which over time will cause the 

paper to weaken and become 

brittle.  Newsprint has an 

especially high acid content.  

One way to control the acid is 

through an item such as 

Archival Mist.   This is by far the 

best and easiest method to 

neutralize the acid. 

2.  After the documents and 

clippings are acid free, store 

them in acid-free and lignin-free 

albums, archival boxes or page 

protectors.   

3. Print out your computer data
