1) Write from the heart. Journaling that tells how the

saw, and enjoyed is journaling that completes the story
found in those pictures. On your next scrapbook page, ask
yourself these questions: Why do I love this picture? What
was special about that day? How did I feel when I took this
photo? Use the answers to help you improve your
journaling.

2) Use a poem or quote. Sometimes you just cannot come
up with the best words to use on a scrapbook page. At those
times, it could be that the best words are not your own. Try

using an excerpt from a poem or a quote that applies to the

photos.

3) Use fonts sparingly. I love all the fantastic fonts that
are available for scrapbookers, however, a common mistake
is using too many on a page. Stick to just one or two fonts
per layout, to give your pages a clean and cohesive feel.
